During their year abroad, full-time candidates are required to spend a period of residence of no
less than 7 months in a country, or in several countries, where each of the languages which they
intend to study at Level 3 are spoken.

Part-time candidates are required to spend at least 4 weeks in each country whose language they
wish to study at Level 3. These 4 weeks may be spread over the duration of the programme.

During the course of their time abroad, students will complete a task, related to residence abroad,
for each of the languages they intend to study at Level 3. The tasks form the basis of an oral
examination, undertaken at the start of the candidate’s final year, the marks for which are part of
the Level 3 compulsory module in the appropriate language. Part-time candidates will be
assessed at the start of the year in which the Level 3 compulsory language module is taken.
