Students undertaking the BA Education Studies - Sociology (with Placement Abroad) (X3L3) are
required to spend a period of residence of no less than 7 months in a country, or in several
countries, completing a placement agreed with the School Exchange Co-ordinator.

During the course of their time abroad, students will complete a reflective project which will be
assessed as pass/fail. The focus of the project will be agreed with the School Exchange Co-
ordinator prior to the student undertaking the placement abroad and will be documented in the
Student Placement Agreement. The task will be submitted prior to the end of the Easter term of
Year 3. Assessment does not contribute to the marks used to determine the award of the
degree but successful completion is required to qualify for the BA Education Studies -
Sociology (with Placement Abroad).

Students who the Board of Examiners for the School of Education deem to have made
satisfactory progress on the placement abroad will continue to Level 3 of the BA Education
Studies - Sociology (with Placement Abroad) (X3L3).
