Students who have not made satisfactory progress on the year abroad will not be permitted to 
continue on the BA English Literature with Philosophy (with Year Abroad) (Q3V5) programme, but 
must instead proceed to the final year of the BA English Literature with Philosophy (QV35) 
programme.
