Students will undertake an approved work placement of not less than 40 weeks. They must have
successfully completed 240 credits at Levels 1 and 2 to progress to the placement. Student
progress will be assessed at threshold level by continuous assessments of the student’s
performance during the placement and a final report. Assessment does not contribute to the marks
used to determine the award of degree but successful completion is required to qualify for the BA
Economics with Business Placement.

Students who the Board of Examiners for the Business School deem to have made satisfactory
progress on the Business Placement will continue to Level 3 of the BA Economics (Shandong)
(with Business Placement) (L117). Students who have not made satisfactory progress on the year
abroad will not be permitted to continue on BA Economics (Shandong) (with Business Placement)
(L117), but must instead proceed to Level 3 of the BA Economics (Shandong) (L115) programme.

Students will undertake an approved study placement in an overseas university. Student progress
will be assessed at module level by the host University. Assessment does not contribute to the
marks used to determine the award of degree but successful completion is required to qualify for
the BA Economics (Shandong) with Study Abroad. Students should pass a minimum of 40 ECTS
credits, or equivalent, to successfully complete the year, as set out in their Learning Agreement.

Students who the Board of Examiners for the Business School deem to have made satisfactory
progress on the year abroad will continue to Level 3 of the BA Economics (Shandong) (with Study
Abroad) (L116). Students who have not made satisfactory progress on the year abroad will not be
permitted to continue on BA Economics (Shandong) (with Study Abroad) (L116), but must instead
proceed to Level 3 of the BA Economics (Shandong) (L115) programme.
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
