YEAR 3 (Year abroad)

During their year abroad, full-time candidates are required to spend a period of residence of no
less than 7 months in a country, or in several countries, where each of the languages which they
intend to study at Level 3 are spoken.

Part-time candidates are required to spend at least 4 weeks in each country whose language they
wish to study at Level 3. These 4 weeks may be spread over the duration of the programme.

During the course of their time abroad, students will complete a summative Year Abroad
assignment for the language they intend to study at Level 3. The assignment will be submitted
before the start of the Michaelmas Term of the candidate’s final year of study. Part-time
candidates will be assessed at the start of the year in which the Level 3 compulsory language
module is taken. Candidates who pass will proceed to the BA Modern European Languages and
History with Year Abroad (RV92). Those who fail will be transferred to the non-year abroad
version of the programme, the BA Modern European Languages and History (RV91).

The
TLRP is not credit-bearing, but will be graded by percentage on the candidate’'s degree
transcript. Candidates who pass will proceed to the BA in Modern European Languages and
History with Year Abroad; those who fail will be transferred to the non-year abroad version of the
programme.
