16. Candidates wishing to transfer to BSc Behavioural Science (With Year Abroad) (C804) must: 

a. have successfully completed BSc Behavioural Science (C803) Level 1 and progressed to 
Level 2 of the programme; 

b. during the first term of Level 2 study, apply to the Board of Studies in Psychology to be 
admitted to the BSc Behavioural Science (With Year Abroad) (C804) and have their 
application approved by the Chair of the Board of Studies in Psychology; 

c. successfully complete Level 2 of the BSc Behavioural Science (C803) programme so as to 
be eligible to progress to Level 3 of the BSc Behavioural Science (C803) Honours programme. 

Placement 
17. Candidates wishing to transfer to BSc Behavioural Science (with Placement) (C805) must: 

a. have successfully completed BSc Behavioural Science (C803) Level 1 and progressed to 
Level 2 of the programme; 

b. during the first term of Level 2 study, apply to the Board of Studies in Psychology to be 
admitted to the BSc Behavioural Science (with Placement) (C805) and have their application 
approved by the Chair of the Board of Studies in Psychology;
